How has sin creating isolation, 

separation, and marginalization in our time? Do you think things are better 

or worse, in regards to marginalization, because of the coronavirus? Read 

the account of the building of a tower in Babel. (Genesis 11) How does 

Pentecost, especially Acts 2:1-12, undo the division of Babel? How does the 

Holy Spirit need to work in your life to make you a more unifying force in 

the world? 

 

 

 

 

 

4. The Holy Spirit comes as “Paraclete”. The Holy Spirit is our Advocate and 

Comforter. How does He wrap Himself around you and comfort you? How is 

God fighting for you right now? What does it mean to you to be a friend of
